3. A late assignment will be lowered one grade for every day it is late. Absent students will be required to make up the work for the next class. (Falling behind is hard to make up)

4. All problems must be written out and all the work in solving the problem must be shown or a zero will be given.

Quizzes: (30%) 2-3 quizzes will be given for each topic. The concepts need to be learned and remembered since they are built on throughout the book.  The students will not always be given advanced notice. The material will cover class work and homework assignments 

Tests: (50%) 1 test will be given at the end of each Topic and the students will always be given advanced notice.

* Every quiz and test must be brought home, signed and returned the next day. They are kept in a folder and stored in the classroom.
Project: One project is given over the Christmas holiday and will count as 1 test grade.

Extra help: If needed, will be given upon request after school Monday – Thursday
If the student listens, copies the notes, participates in class activities and does their homework, there should be no problem understanding the assignments. (The new text also offers online help)
